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A database of all known records of colony presence and colony size estimates for Pterodroma
petrels in New Zealand has been compiled. The database contains 606 records of 11 species
from 253 different locations. The eleven species that breed in the New Zealand region are Pt.
gouldi, Pt. lessonii, Pt. magentae, Pt. neglecta, Pt. mollis, Pt. inexpectata, Pt. cervicalis, Pt.
nigripennis, Pt. axillaris, Pt. cookii and Pt. pycrofti. A summary report is in preparation, based
on the format used for previous reviews of shearwaters and prions breeding in New Zealand
(Waugh et al. 2013; Jamieson et al. 2016).
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
