SUMMARY

In accordance with the decisions taken by the Sixth Meeting of the Parties (MoP6), the
Secretariat will prepare two financial reports per year, one in February covering the first
six months of the financial year, and a full-year audited report in September. MoP6
decided that the most recent such report would be presented to the relevant session
of the Advisory Committee or Meeting of the Parties.

An interim financial report for the 2019 financial year is attached for the information of
the Advisory Committee. Expenditure is currently within budget allocations, and the
cash on-hand in our accounts is sufficient to meet all expected commitments for the
2019 financial year.

Attachment 1 provides a summary of outstanding contributions from ACAP Patrties.

A report on income and expenditures for Appropriations 1, 2, 3 and 4 is provided in
Attachment 2.

A report on income, expenditure and commitments against the Special Funds and the
Advisory Committee’s Work Programme is provided in Attachment 3.

The audited financial statements for the 2019 financial year will be provided to ACAP
Parties prior to 30 September 2019, in accordance with Financial Regulation 10.2

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1. INCOME
1.1. Contributions from Parties

During the six month period ending 31 December 2018, payments of outstanding contributions
from the 2018 financial year were received from two Parties, totalling $37,982. Payments of
2019 Annual Contributions (due on 1 January 2019) were received from three Patrties, totalling
$250,707. This brought to $288,689 the total contributions from Parties over the six month
period.

Attachment 1 provides a summary of outstanding contributions as at 29 April 2019. As noted
above, the deadline for payment of 2019 contributions was 1 January 2019. Some payments
were made in advance of that, and others are likely to be made over the coming month.

1.2. Other Income

Interest earned on cash balances was $2,331, around 65% of the amount budgeted for the
entire Financial Year.

The following six months will see the payment of the annual contribution of around $22,821
from the State Government of Tasmania. This contribution is part of the agreed support
provided by the Government of Tasmania in accordance with its Memorandum of
Understanding with ACAP. The amount is indexed annually against the local Consumer Price
Index (CPI). Also pending are refunds of GST from the Australian Tax Office.

2. EXPENDITURE
2.1. Appropriation 1 — Secretariat

Expenditure in the six month period for employee salaries was around 55% of the annual
allocation. Almost 65% of the total allocation for employee expenses has already been spent.
This includes expenditure of $42,832 to date on relocation expenses related to the change of
Executive Secretary (for which $30,000 was allocated under this appropriation) but this is offset
by an additional amount of up to $20,000 from the General Fund approved by MoP6 for this
purpose. The Secretariat’s operational costs to date were approximately 40% of the total
annual allocation for this item, while the total expenditure from Appropriation 1 was around
55% of the amount budgeted

2.2. Appropriation 2 — Meeting of the Parties

In this six month period there was no carry over of expenses from MoP6 which took place in
May 2018.

2.3. Appropriation 3 — Advisory Committee

Expenditure against Appropriation 3 (for the meeting of the AC11) had not yet come to charge
during this six month period.

2.4. Appropriation 4 — Advisory Committee Work Programme

A reconciliation of the Advisory Committee’s Work Programme is provided in Attachment 3.
The appropriation for the Advisory Committee Work Programme is already overspent for this
year (114% of annual budget). This results from an under-expenditure on the Work Programme
in 2018 of $89,980, because the transfer of funds for the 2018 round of small grants ($111,520)
took place in the first half of the 2019 financial year rather than in the 2018 financial year.
